Bodega Séptima

odega Séptima is the seventh winery 1o have been ocpened or acquired

by the Spanish Codormiu group. The winery’s seeming unassurming name
conceals an enterprise with global reach. as the other six facilites are scat-
tered around the globe.

The building tsell reflects these ambitious aims, sbove all theough its
form, which pay tribate to Precolumblan South American culture. The dimen-
sions are impressive as well: the 2-meter-long facade, which is parallel to a
highway linking Argentina and Chie. is hardly an act of reticence. And then
there is the setting: the grandeur of the bullding nearly matches that of the
Cordillera [Andes) mountains, which reach mare than 6,000 meters in height

The layout of the building & highly process-oriented. Delivery trucks bring
grapes to the large glared openings at the southeast comer of the building
The fermentation ceflar, which s ¥ meters high and 28 meter wide,
s designed to convert 150000 litres of juice into wine each year, The
barrel-aging and wine cellars are located under the main terrace on either
side of a coridor that links the winemaking and packing areas, which are
smaller than the other areas and have much lower ceilings. The wine cellar
gives onto two conference and tasting rooms which are located under the
monumental staircase from which the front terrace can be accessed. One of
the interesting features of the west side is the central position of the labora-
tory, which Is located in a series of glass enclosures that separate the bottling
facility from the shipping warehouse.

The public entrance is on the second floor, 5o as to keep the work areas
separate from the visiting areas and to enable visitors to enjoy the view of
the vineyard plantings and the surrounding countrysice
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
